Dear Sir:-

] am a patrolman of the PoliceDepartment of the City of New York
appointed September lst, 1904. I am attached to the 146th police precinct
at Bergen Street and 6th Avenue Brooklyn. 1 was formerly attached to the
282nd precinct at Ozone Park, Long Island, from which station I believe I was
very unjustly and without cause tranaferrsad f{rom on the 2lst day of September,
1911. I am married and not a drinking man and I reside at 31 Beaufort Street,
DPunton, Le I+ in the outskirts of Jamaica. I own my own home which I bought
with the assistance of my parents. I can not very well move about the City
and it pute my family and me to a lot ¢f inconvenience in regdards to ftravel-
inz especially so on Sunday and early mornings and late at night. 1 am some-
times rejuired to leave three or four hours ahead of time owing to the poor
vinter service of Long Island Railroad Company. Last Sunday my tour of patrol
luty commenced at 7 A« Ms and had to leave Jamaica at 4.58 A« M« and the same
thing occurred Sunday night when I had to leave the Dunton station at 1l .28
P. Ms 2nd that being the last train to commence a tour of reserve duty at
3 A. M. Monday morning. If I travel via trolley and City Line Ele it would
tnke me two hours or more to reach my destination and 1f the trains should
happen to get stallel on account of snow storms which occur most every winter
and 1 should come in late for roll call I would then have to explain to the
comni ssioner and it seems an easy matter for him to find a patrolman five to
ten days. I have made an investigation about my lagt transfer and I am informad
that on or about September 18th, 1911 there was a telephone order issued from
Police Headquarters to several precincts directing the name of two unmarried
patrolman wishing to be transferred to Manhattan and if thers were no unmarried
patrolman to send the nemes of two young marri od men wishing to be transferred
‘o Manhattan. This order was not properly complied with in some precincts as
I an informed. They transferred me without consent and left Patrolman Michael
Quin®ne whom I regard as a single man as his wife left him several ysars ago,
also Patrolman Peterman both of the 282nd Precinct who resides in the Bronxe.
This patrolman has askei several times to be treanasferred back to Manhattan and
nearer his home. This same thing occurred in the Jamaica Precinct where they

sent patroiman Edward Webb to Manhattan and disregarded the order.

On May 1l4th, 1908 then attached to the 278 precinct 1 arrested
William and Joseph Murphy of Horton Street and Kaplan Avenue, Jamaica charging
them with assaulting an officer. They threatened me and told me they would have
me tranaferrad and that I would never work in Jamica or the vicinity again. They
made good that threat the same sumuer when I was transfer red to 164 precinct.
It become public news in Jamaica that they had me transferred through a lieuten-
ant of the polics department and I believe the same lisutenant again repeated
his trick on September2lst,-1911. On or asbout October lat, 1911 I had permission
to call on a deputy police commissioner at headquarters asking him to transfer
me back again. I also submitted the following names of patrolman of the 282nd
precinct who all rsside in Brookliyn ‘and can travel on several different car lines.

Thev are patrolman Hauke, Carey, Van Gilleviene, Henf, Pohlers and Charles
