In talking with you the other day about the
custom of the Police in insisting that the claims of pawnbrokers
should be paid by the owners of stolen goods, I told you thaf 1
thought there was some misapprehension left on this subject by
reason of the case of Freudenheim et al vs. Gutter et al, N.Y.
Reports 201, Court of Appeals, p.94. There is another case also,
in the App.Div.Reports No.143, p.383, case of Marsellus, Pitt &
Co., vs, Thos. Simpson. Both of these cases rest upon the Factors
Act, (Personal Property Law, Chapter 45, Sec.43), and refer to agents
who have acquired lawful possession of the property of a principal
and who abuse their trust, under such circumstances as not to put
the purchaser or pledgee on his guard. The Court of Appeals holds

that the pawnbroker has the same rights as other purchasers or

pledgees under this Act. 1 see nothing in this whatever that re-

lates to one who unlawfully takes possession of preperty and then

pledges it, and I think it might be well that the Police were made
to understand that these cases do not apply to the instructions

given by you,

Answering yours cf February 7th, I will do all in

my power to help you "in the efforts you are making, through the
Police, to stop the pawnbrokers of the City from being mere receiv-
ers aof stolen goods™, and I thank you for the legal citations which

accompanied your letter.

I doubt very much whether a prosecution of a pawn-

broker based solely upon the possess ion of stolen goods can be success-
fully maintained, as it has been my experience that the Courts hold
that mowledge that the goods were stolen must be brought home to the
defendant before they would allow the case even to go to the Jury.
Some of our Judges of General Sessions, after a conviection for theft,
bring the pawnbroker to ecourt under subpoena, and upon proper identi-
fication of the property summarily direet its return in opem court,

I am:[i be very glad to prosecute with vigor any
test case on the subject if the Police will bring me the evidence.

I beg to acknowledge receipt of your letter of February 7,
calling attention to the illegal prgctice of pawnbrokers in refusing

to return stolen goods to the rightful owner without having their
interest charges paid. I will summons these men before me and take
proper steps to see that they return property to the rightful owner.
I wish to c¢all your attention to a loop~hole in the law
which enables pawnbrokers to defraud the publiec. The law at present
permits them to describe the articles pawned in their places very
briefly, vize a diamond ring, no matter what its value, is simply
described as *"One 4. ring® on the tickets and in their books- a gold
ratoh as "One g. watch®. As you know, all the pawnbroker acquires
h‘ & lien on the property that is pledged with him for the amount of
hip principle and interest. After the time to redeem a pledge has

\\ |
expired, it is supposed to be sold at public auction and the pawn-

tHokor is allowed to reimburse himself for the amount of the principle

and interest due him, and the balance of the money received as a re-
sult of the sale of the pledge is to be held at the disposal of the
pledgor. Yet us assume that a diamond ring worth $500.00 is pledged
for $100.00. The person who pledges this ring is given a ticket
marked "One d. ring® wr "One diamond ring $100.00*., If the ring is
allowed to remain in pawn until the time to redeem it has oxpiréd.
the pawnbroker, instead of selling the ring pledged, which is worth
$500.00 at public sale, may easily, and I believe often does, ' Sube

stitute a ring valued approximately at the amount of the pledge.

Thus the record of the sale will show that that ring was sold for

an amount which would scarcely pay the principle and interest charges.
The other ring is in the meantime reposing in the vault of the pawn-
broker to be sold by him privately to some other person and the
difference in its value is pocketed by him, and if the man who
pledged the ring appears to claim any surplue or balance over the
prineciple and interest, the books are exhibited to show that there

is no balance.
Another method of fraud which arises from the lack of

proper description of articles pawned is the method employed by per-
sons who sell pawn tickets, some of whom, I suspect, are in collusion
with some dishonest pawnbrokers. A man will buy a pawn ticket which
shows that a diamond ring has been pledged for, say, $200.00 and
knowing that pawnbrokers usually allow only 607 to 704 of their
actual value on diamonds he may buy the ticket, assuming that the
ring thus pledged is worth from $250.00 to $300.00. He then goes

30 the pawnbroker, pays the amount loaned on the ring, takes it out,

and discovers subsequently that the ring is not worth even $200.00,
the amount for which it has been pledged. He then returns to the

pawnbroker and tries to re-pledge it for $200.00 and is usually re=
fused, the pawnbroker telling him that at the time the first loan
was made the money market was easier, or that the first man to pledge

the ring was a friend and the money was loaned more as an accommo=

dation than on the amount of security involved, or, frequently the
pawnbroker denies that the ring which the man brings back is the
same ring which he received.

Under the present legal requirements, the description
given of articles pawned is so meagre that substitttion is easy and
it is very difficult to conviet the pawnbroker of it.

I think, therefore, that the State Legislature ought to
be requested to amend the law governing this business and make the
pawnbroker give a complete description of every article pawned,
both on the pawn ticket and in his pledge book and sales book- if
it is a diamond, describing the weight, the approximate value, the
water and the setting; other rings and stones the same way, and to
put a valuation on every article pledged and have that value marked
upon the ticket, in addition to the amount loaned.

Requiring dealers in second-hand bicycles, clothing, tools, harness, robes, whips, garden hose,
firearms, diamonds, jewelry, silverware, old gold and silver, either as pawnbrokers or otherwise, to
keep f record of all purchases and sales of said articles, and to make a report of the same and
deliver” to the Chief of Police such report daily; also regulating the marner of conducting said
business. and providing for licensing thereof.

Be it ordained by the People of the City and County of San Francisco as follows:

SECTION 1.

E\'ory person, firm or corporation dealing in second-hand bicycles, clothing, tools, harness,
robes, whips, garden hose, firearms, diamonds, jewelry, silverware, old gold and silver, or either or
any of said articles, either as pawnbrokers or otherwise, shall keep a record of all such articles sold
or purchased, which shall at all times during business hours be open to the inspection of the Chief
of Police, or of any Police Officer. Such person, firm, or corporation shall at least once a day
make and deliver to the Chief of Police, on a form to be furnished by said Chief of Police for that
purpose, a full, true and complete report of all dealings in second-hand bicycles, diamonds, silver
ware, JGW’(‘]I‘}:, old gold or silver, clothing, harness, robes, whips, garden hose, firearms, 0;' either
or any of sald articles, by such person, firm or corporation, within the City and County of San
Francisco, during the twenty-four hours preceding said report, together with the time (meaning
the hour of the day), when purchased or sold otherwise dealt in or with, and a description of the
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person or persons from whom bought or to whom sold, or with whom dealt and also the true namg
as nearly as the same is known to the person making such report. Said report shall be written in
the English language in a clear, legible manner.

SECTION 2.

The Chief of Police shall immediately upon adoption and publication of this Ordinance, cause
such a number of blanks to be printed as may be necessary for that purpose, and shall thereafter,
from time to time, cause such additional blanks to be printed as may be required, which said
blanks shall be so printed and subdivided that they shall have space for writing in the following
matters to-wit:

Description of the articles purchased, description of article seld, description of article other-
wise dealt with, name and residence of person, firm or corporation from whom purchased, name
and place of residence of person, firm or corporation to whom sold, name and place of residence
of person, firm or corporation with whom otherwise dealt, showing true name as nearly as known,
age, sex, complexion, color of mustache, or beard, or where both are worn, style of dress, height,
also the time, when the articles were purchased, sold or otherwise dealt with,

Said blanks shall also bear a caption, providing blank spaces in which to fill in date of said
report, the name and place of residence of the person making the same, and the hour of day when

made,
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. <SECTION 3.

The Chief of!Pnlive shall deliver said blanks to the person from whom sald reports are
required, from tim¢ to time, free of charge, and shall upon receipt of said report, file the same in
some secure place in his office, and the same shall be open to Inspection only to the Police Depart-
ment of said City and County, or upon the order of some court duly made for that purpose.

SECTION 4.

Before any person shall engage in the business of dealing in any articles enumerated in
Section 1 hereof, Le must make application therefor to the Board of Police Commissioners for a
license therefor, which said Board may, by resolution, grant permission to said applicant to receive
a license from the Tax Collector upon payment of the license fee required, provided, however, that
said Board shall have the power to revoke said permission upon good cause being shown,

SECTION 5.
Any person buying or receiving in pledge or otherwise, any of the articles enumerated in
Section 1, hereof, shall not in any way dispose of the same until the Chief of Police shall have

had an opportunity of inspecting the same.
Any person, firm or corporation buying, receiving in pledge or otherwise, any of the articles

enumerated in Section 1 hereof shall affix to said article a tag, upon which tag shall be inscribed
a number, in legible characters, which number shall correspond to the number in the book required

to be kept as herein provided.
