Mrs, Jennie Taylor, forwarded by "HIS HONOR THE MAYOR", com-
plaining of the Standard leil Order Compeny.

I have the honor to report thet I have personzlly
investigated the attached complaint, together with Patrolman
John Leidig, Shield No,l1607, atteched to Speciel Squed Vo ,3,
and respectfully submit the following report.

The Stendard leil Order Company which was formerly
located at Nos, 243 to 247 West 17th Street, are now occupying
the entire ten story building at premises Nos, 423 to 427
Wegt bbth Street, having moved to these premises recently.

Mr, James J, Stevenson, Chief Clerk of the Pcet
Office Inspectors, with officers in the Post O0ffice Building,
room 106, was interviewed on August 206th 1913, with regerd
to the business methods of the Standard ! eil Order Compeny,
and was informed by Mr., Stevenson that the Post Office sutheorit-
ies has had this concern under a rigid investigation for some
time, with the result that sufficient evilence was obtained to
satisfy them that the Standard liail Order Company was engeged
in 2 legitimate mail order business, and practiced no illegeal
frauds or deceptions, and that the prime cause of the many com-
plaints was due to the lack of systemetié businese methods in
filling orders when received, and to incompetent and careless
employees. He further stated thet in every case where money i 4
was cent to this concern for merchandise, and the purchaser fail-
ed to receive them, and when the matter was called to the firm8s
attention, they immediately refunded the purchaser's money or
its equivalent in merchandise. lr, Stevenson also added that
the Stendard kail Order Comp has been officially notified
by his Department that if they.hot adopt & more efficient method

of doing businese legal proceedings would be instituted dy the
Post Office authorities.

. On August 27th 1913, three letters were sent through
the melils to persons who had previously compleined of this
concern, namely, J.B.Nye, Swatra Station, Pa., Mrs. P, Elwood,
Corpolis, Pa., and Hrs, Jennie Teylor, Ludwig Johnson County,
Ark,, asking them whether or not they received the goods in
return for their money, or whether their money had been refund-
ed. The only reply received to this date is the one addressed
to J.B.lye, Swatra Station, Pa,, which was returned by the Post

Office authorities marked "Unelaimedan with a menorendum attached

from a J .,B.Nye, stating that he knew nothing of the nmatter.

From my investigetion of this matter no evidence could
be secured that the Standard lieil Order Compeny was overeting
or engaging in any urlawful business or practice, and fipnd that
the trouble iz entirely due to incompetency and uare’easAon the
pert of i%s officiels in maneging the concern, In ny upinion
the operation of this compeny is entirely within the juris
diction of the Post Office esuthorities who ure inveﬂtigatinb
this concern with & view of instituing legel proceedings
against them if 2 sound business basis and operation is not

adopted.,
